St. Bartholomew’s Thurstaston
Garden of Remembrance Regulations

1. The Garden is for the burial of cremated human remains only

2. The Garden can only be used with permission of the Rector.
3. The remains will be buried directly in the ground (i.e. no caskets or containers).

4. The location of remains may not be marked in any way. Names can be recorded in the Book of Remembrance held in the Church by arrangement with the Rector.
(The tablets just outside of the Garden of Remembrance are not part of the Garden of Remembrance. They are separate Plots for the Burial of Cremated Remains within a casket. Further details available from the Rector)
5. Flowers may only be placed in the containers provided. The parish reserves the right to remove any flowers which are dead or containers placed within the garden. Artificial flowers are not permitted. No ornaments of any kind are permitted.
6. No plants, shrubs or trees may be planted in the garden. The parish reserves the right to remove any such items.
